Use

The two services offered here are intended to be used in situations where clergy and licensed lay ministers have fallen ill and church wardens or other lay people are invited to lead worship with little notice. They are intentionally simple and short, so that they can be used word for word, adapted or supplemented to suit the local situation, to reflect the season or to celebrate a saint’s day. They are also based on the assumption that every parish will have at least a basic collection of Common Worship Service books, in which Collects and alternative material can be found and also a Lectionary. 
Some parishes may choose to use Morning and Evensong Prayer from the Book of Common Prayer.

The material is printed on A4 sheets which can be placed in a file, or reproduced as an A5 size leaflet.

The Collect for the Week or the Day (Saints/Festivals etc.) of the Day Common will be found in Common Worship Services and Prayers for the Church of England or Exciting Holiness (see above).  The readings and psalms will be found in the Lectionary*.  There is a selection of alternative canticles based on scripture in both 
Common Worship Services and Prayers for the Church of England and Common Worship Daily Prayer.  
Many hymn books published in recent years include a Scriptural Index of hymns and songs based on scripture.
